In November of 2007, our Holy Father, Pope Benedict XVI, promul-
gated his second encyclical entitled , Spe Salvi, which translates as òIn 
hope we are saved.ó  Catholic Charities of the Diocese of Youngstown 
adopted òSpe Salvió as its theme in 2008.  This expression best con-
veys what Catholic Charities attempts to do each day with each client 
it serves. 
 
These difficult economic times have reinforced the critical need for 
Catholic Charitiesõ services.  In 2008, requests for emergency assis-
tance increased by 35%, as many families found themselves struggling 
with the harsh realities of unemployment, under-employment and 
stagnant wages that could no longer compete with the rate of inflation.  
Through the work of Catholic Charities, children were fed, families 
were saved from foreclosure, and older adults received essential pre-
scription medication.  For the 43,974 unduplicated clients served last 
year, Catholic Charities provided something unique in the world of 
social services:  the compassionate presence of Christ, who offers help 
and hope to all who are hurting. 
 
During these times when available resources are slim, Catholic Chari-
ties uses the tools of advocacy and creative networking to extend help.  
Once it has done all that it can to best meet material needs, Catholic 
Charities then offers hopeñ a passionate, infectious hope that lifts 
clients from their despair and sets them on the path to a brighter to-
morrow.

Social Support Services:  10,670 people served 

Our Diocesan Parishes:  Partners in Ministry 
 
Catholic Charities considers the 113 diocesan parishes partners in ministry.  Generous pastors, 
priests, and parishioners not only support the Bishopõs Appeal for Catholic Charities and Church, 
the Annual Catholic Charities Voice of Hope Dinner, and Men Who Cook events, but also partici-
pate in special drives and collections to benefit their local Catholic Charities agency.   
 
In 2008, forty-one (41) parishes participated in First Step for Change, an effort that collects spare 
change to provide material assistance to those low-income women and families served by Catholic 
Charitiesõ First Step Programs.  Over $37,000 was raised for women and children through this ef-
fort. 
 
Last year, the inaugural òKeep the Kids Warmó campaign was launched to raise funds for utility as-
sistance for families in need.  Fifty-two (52) parishes and numerous caring individuals in the com-
munity participated in this event, raising over $60,000 for families with children.
