The mission of Catholic Charities of the Diocese of Youngstown is to help meet
basic human needs, strengthen families, build communities and empower low
income people. To achieve this mission, Catholic Charities provides service to
people in need, advocates for justice in social structures and calls the entire
Church and other people of good will to do the same.

The practical application of our call to service, found in Matthew 25, requires that
Catholic Charities maintain the necessary financial and human resources to serve
the needs of those living and working within the Diocese of Youngstown. How-
ever, the unfortunate reality is that the cost of maintaining such critical resources
has been increasingly difficult for Catholic Charities and its affiliate agencies.

In the years leading up to the current economic recession, Catholic Charities has

been forced to exhaust its financial reserves. These reserve funds had been ac-
cessed annually to supplement the operating budgets for the diocesan Catholic
Charities office and its five affiliate agencies, which total approximately $6.5

million. Additionally, the Catholic Charities affiliate agencies have experienced
significant cuts in government funding, as well as funding from local United

Ways and other community sources in recent years. The most significant funding
resource for Catholic Charities of the Diocese of Youngstown at the present time

is the Annual Bi shopbés Appeal for Cat h:
